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Abstract

This research aims to study the status of the operation of the Women’s Development Committee in Mahasarakham
Province. 2) To study the operation of the Women’s Development Committee in Mahasarakham Province according to the
regulations of the Women'’s Development Committee in Mahasarakham Province. 3) To study the obstacles and development
guidelines for the Women’s Development Committee in Mahasarakham Province. The results of the study on the status and
obstacles to the operation of the Women'’s Development Committee in Mahasarakham Province found that in tetms of the
perception of the roles and duties of the Women’s Development Committee, the obstacles to the operation were that the Women’s
Development Committee lacked interest and did not give importance to the guidelines of the Ministry of Interior's regulations on
women’s development, B.E. 2538, which were appointed by government agencies. They were not a guideline for promoting
careers that would make women’s lives better than before, but were regulations appointed by government agencies only. The
development guidelines for government agencies should organize a meeting of the Women’s Development Committee to ensure
that they have a thorough understanding of their roles and duties at least once a year. In terms of the group formation format, the
obstacles to the operation found that the budget allocation was insufficient for the operation. The group was not yet cohesive
because the group members did not have free time for development guidelines. The government should support the budget for
career promotion to be sufficient and appropriate. And government agencies or group members should publicize the group's career
promotion or operational guidelines in a tangible way. In terms of monitoring and evaluation, the obstacles to operations are that
some women's development committees do not have the knowledge or understanding to report their performance to government

agencies and are slow.
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
